Others attending were: Town Manager Terry Pettit, Treasurer Leon Stout, Police Chief Ryan Dean, Keith Burner, Donnie Wilson, Jennings Painter, Georgia Duncan, Nancy Haley, Linda Weakley, Terry Cubbage, Mark and Tracy Good, Quinten Eppard, Margie Lucas and Austin Leggett.

Town Manager Terry Pettit read the notice as published in the local paper two consecutive weeks prior to the hearing. 

The purpose of this hearing is to allow citizens of the Town of Stanley to express their views and comments.

Mr. Pettit noted Keith Burner is requesting to have property located near his residence at 1075 Forrest Drive rezoned from Medium Density Residential to Town Commercial. Councilman Uram inquired if he had received approval from the Virginia Department of Transportation for a driveway entrance and Mr. Pettit advised he had received approval. With no further discussion council advised that they would make a decision later on in the meeting.


















REGULAR MEETING


Mayor Michael Knight called the meeting to order at 7:40 pm. with all the Council present which are as follows: Bruce Stoneberger, Duane Layman, Jeremiah Knight, Mike Uram and Jason Campbell. Also attending this meeting were: Town Manager Pettit, Treasurer Leon Stout, Police Chief Ryan Dean, Recreation Director Morgan Housden, Georgia Duncan, Nancy Haley, Linda Weakley, Donnie Wilson, Jennings Painter, Mark and Tracy Good, Quinten Eppard, Margie Lucas, Austin Leggett, LHS Students Bel and Mariah, Terry Cubbage and Glenna Painter. 

The Invocation was given by Mayor Knight and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Bruce Stoneberger.

Mayor Knight inquired if there was any Public Comment on the tentative agenda as presented for this meeting.

Councilman Jason Campbell noted he would like to add Stanley Little League under New Business and Terry Cubbage was also added under the same.

Motion was made by Bruce Stoneberger, seconded by Mike Uram to adopt the agenda as amended. Passed Unanimously.

Mark Good was first to address the body requesting if there would be anyway the no trespassing restrictions could be lifted from Quinten Eppard. Mark explained that since the incident on 04/17 things have changed for this young man, he is living with Mark and Tracy and has turned his self around, has learned his lesson and is living in a stable environment. There was discussion between Chief Dean, Council, Quinten and Mark over the situation and if there was any way this could be worked out. Margie Lucas along with her grandson, Austin Leggett were at the meeting to request the same as Quinten. There was more discussion on this situation and if maybe some community service hours and good behavior help. Terry advised the two involved that a decision would be made later in the meeting and he would let them know on Thursday.   

Next Town Manager Terry Pettit recognized two LHS students Bel and Mariah who helped us GIS our new water meter system. Terry advised they came 3 days a week in the afternoon to help us with this effort at no cost to the town. Terry noted they identified a lot of meters and their work is greatly appreciated, didn’t get to all of them just wanted to let them know we Thank You. Town Manager Pettit presented both girls with their favorite place to eat gift certificates, just to say Thank You.

Donnie Wilson with the Sandlot Baseball Team was next to address the Body at 8:05 pm. requesting the possibility of placing a Plaque with all the names of the Sandlot Players at the Ed Good Park. Mr. Wilson gave the description of the plaque which will be mounted on a post and secured in concrete. There was discussion on where this plaque should be displayed, and Terry Pettit suggested they would get together to find the right spot. Mr. Wilson also invited Council to
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attend their picnic on July 22nd at the Hawksbill Recreation. Mr. Wilson shared several things that are happening with the team’s story.  Council advised a decision would be made later and Town Manager Pettit would let him know their decision. 

Terry Cubbage was next to speak, inquiring if he built a house on property he owns on Cubbage Road to use as a weekend rental would this be approved by Council. There was some discussion on this issue and Mr. Cubbage was advised he would have to go through the re-zoning process.       

Mayor Knight advised at 8:25 pm. we would begin our regular meeting and inquired if there were any additions or corrections to the Minutes of the previous month’s meeting presented in writing. Motion was made by Jeremiah Knight, seconded by Duane Layman to approve the Minutes as presented. Passed Unanimously.

The Financial Statement and Paywarrant were presented. After brief discussion the Financial Statement was approved in the amount of $310,132.07.

The Monthly Paywarrant was presented with the following questions:

Councilman Uram inquired of Bill #3 (Breeden’s Auto Service - $126.99) what was done to the Colorado. Treasurer Stout advised he would check into this and let him know.

Councilman Layman inquired about Bills from the BattleCreek Landfill #1 ($231.75) & #3 ($33.47) was this for clean-up week. Leon advised some of it was for clean-up and most was for debris removed from the sewer plant.

Councilman Uram asked about Bill #8 (Joann Buracker - $2,100.00).  The Treasurer advised for the rent of the ballfield located on Park Road for 1 year.

Councilman Uram inquired about Bill #24 (Luray-Page Chamber - $775.00) Leon advised is was the annual $750.00 plus $25.00 for an ad.

Councilman Uram asked about Bill #35 (Breeden’s Auto Service - $263.40) what was fixed on the truck. Mr. Stout noted it was for replacing a mount.

Councilman Uram asked about Bill #47 (Page Coop - $19.79) what did the sewer plant get. Leon noted it was a couple different items for general maintenance.

Councilman Uram inquired about Bill #58 (VUPS - $80.85) what is this. Terry and Leon advised it was for Miss Utility and when we need areas marked for electric and phone lines when repairing leaks.
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Councilman Uram inquired about Bill #61 (Southers Truck Company - $1,410.36) what were the repairs. Treasurer Stout noted they put brakes on the dump truck. 

Councilman Uram asked about Bill #67 (Campbell’s Plumbing - $672.81). Leon Stout and Town Manager Pettit advised it was for repairs to the bathroom in the cottage at the Hawksbill Park.

Councilman Uram inquired about Bill #91 (Eugene Shifflett - $555.00) what is this?  Leon Stout advised it was for training to qualify as a lifeguard.

Councilman Uram asked about Bill #99 (Payroll Transfer - $47,939.68) Treasurer Stout advised it was to transfer funds from general to payroll account.       

Councilman Uram inquired about Bill #122 (Family Dollar – 55.24) what sewer supplies. Mr. Stout noted it was for paper towels, toilet paper & etc.

At 8:40 pm. Motion was made by Jason Campbell, seconded by Jeremiah Knight that the Paywarrant totaling $182, 734.17 be paid. Passed Unanimously.

Treasurer Leon Stout noted he needs approval from the Council to renew the line of credit at Pioneer Bank. There was a brief discussion on this issue, with Councilman Layman making a Motion, seconded by Jason Campbell to approve the renewal of this line of credit. 

Leon Stout also needs a motion to approve giving the Fire Dept. and Rescue Squad their $2500.00 donation for the year. Motion was made by Bruce Stoneberger, seconded by Duane Layman to give these organizations their donation funds. Passed Unanimously.

There was discussion about how the County increased the Fire Department and Rescue Squad funding from $45,000.00 to $52,000 per year but are taking away revenue recovery funding. This will make it for both to survive this loss of revenue. 

Mr. Pettit noted on the Personnel Policy - Vacation must be taken in 4 hour increments and as requested he checked and if employee has overtime and chooses comp time instead of paying it must be at the same rate of 1 ½ times.

At 9:25 pm. Mr. Pettit advised that he has the requested 2nd bids from the 4 lowest bidders for mowing after several sites were removed from the original list. Mayor Knight proceeded to open the bids and they are as follows:

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Mr. Pettit advised the lowest bid is Massanutten Property Services and he will contact him Thursday.

Town Manager Pettit advised Largent Roofing fixed the roof at the Town Office finding a tear in the rubber matting. Mr. Pettit noted we need to find somebody to paint the ceiling in the office since the leak has been fixed.

Terry also advised VML awarded the town with a 100% Grant for safety equipment. The town received $1,629.00 to purchase 10 safety barrels and lights for roadway construction work.

Town Manager Pettit included in the packets a Confidential Special Events Lease prepared by our attorney to use the field on the Ed Good property to set off fireworks. Robyn Caracofe along with himself assisted in the lease preparation.   

Terry noted the Board of Supervisors awarded each town $26,725.00 in TOT Funding which will be distributed in four installments of $6,681.25 throughout the fiscal year. Council needs to be thinking of events they want funded.

Mr. Pettit noted he included in the packets an estimate for fencing at the Public Works Building in the amount of $18,000.00. We will have to wait on fencing.

Town Manager Pettit advised he had advertised the CCR was advertised in the local paper and on our website as required.

Terry noted he also included a resolution in the packets for Council to adopt reference to the Statewide Mutual Aid program for Town and City public works departments that assist each other during national disasters. Motion was made by Mike Uram, seconded by Duane Layman to adopt the attached Resolution. Passed Unanimously.

Terry advised Public Works is assisting Carl Quintrell to install the weather station at the Library and it will be used to keep accurate records and as a teaching tool for children.

Mr. Pettit also reminded the body of the VML Conference which will be in Hampton, VA on September 30th – October 2nd  and needs to know if anyone plans to attend. 

Chief Dean addressed the body noting there was 441 calls for service, 316 calls were self-initiated and 20 citations.

Chief Dean noted the department participated in the Click-It-Or-Ticket campaign again this year but not sure they will do it next year. 

There was discussion about bikes at the skatepark if they wear helmets and the need to 
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have the signs to say this.

Chief Ryan Dean advised his department was ready for Homecoming.

There was discussion on the request that the body consider allowing Quinten Eppard and Austin Leggett to be reinstated on town property. After much discussion the boys are required to do 20 hours of supervised Community Service within 30 days. Chief Dean advised if they mess up in any way they will never be allowed on town property.

Motion was made by Jeremiah Knight, seconded by Duane Layman that curfew during the Homecoming will be as follows: Wednesday and Thursday – 12:00 pm.  Friday and Saturday – 1:00 am. Passed Unanimously.

Recreation Director Morgan Housden addressed the Body at 10:20 pm. inquiring if there were any questions about her report. There being none, Morgan proceeded to tell about the termite problem at the park. She advised she had an exterminator come to check out the problem and there are termites in the locker room, lobby, basement, office and hall upstairs. Morgan noted the estimated cost to get rid of them is $1,200.00 Recreation Director Housden also noted the gutters are almost off the building and the cost to replace those are also $1,200.00.  There was discussion on both problems and Morgan was advised to proceed with spraying for the termites and replacing the gutter. Morgan continued with more problems at the park with 2 skimmers broken, pool keeps losing water, urinals and stools continuing to run and tenants complaining about not having any water Morgan noted the list doesn’t stop there the chains and seats on the swing set need to be replaced, there are at least 4 dead trees that need to be removed, doors on the pump house need to be replaced, the roof is also leaking and the handles in the bathroom need to be replaced to be code as well as at the Ed Good Park bathrooms. There was discussion on the problems and Council advised Recreation Director of what she needed to take care of first.

Morgan also inquired if the Council would approve the Stanley Rescue Squad, 30 members using the pool for training along with her staff at no charge. Motion was made by Mike Uram, seconded by Duane Layman to allow this joint event with no charge. Passed Unanimously.

Matt Pettit asked about using the Ed Good Shelter at no charge to hold a fund raiser to help the students buy championships rings because the school can’t buy them. Motion was made by Mike Uram, seconded by Duane Layman to waive the rental fee for this event. Passed Unanimously.

Morgan noted School’s out event was a big success as well as the 1st night swim, lap swimming has also gone well and are selling the new punch cards. 
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There was discussion about PACA as well as the upcoming “Movie Night” in August and the town needs to pay $250.00 for this movie event. Motion was made by Jeremiah Knight, seconded by Mike Uram to pay the $250.00 to the Chamber. Passed Unanimously.    

Town Manager Pettit noted there are three water improvement projects coming up here very soon and they are on Roundhead Drive, Pond Avenue and Al Good Drive. 

Councilman Uram gave his water report noting we still have 23 leaks and probably 3-5 more, and he feels the biggest reason is infrastructure problems. Mr. Uram noted we are losing a lot of water.

Mr. Pettit advised the Lift Station at the Hawksbill Diner crashed and it will cost about $12,547.00 to get it up and running again.

Terry noted after a very long time of running test, lots and lots of paper work and smacks on the hands we have finally been released from DEQ’s consent order.

Town Manager advised the Council needs to decide on the rezoning request from Keith Burner. After brief discussion Terry advised the Planning Commission recommendations is to allow this rezoning request. Motion was made by Duane Layman, seconded by Mike Uram to pass the zoning request along with the recommendation from the Planning Commission from Keith Burner.
